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Communities First Trust Fund 2011-2012
Guidelines & Notes for applicants
What is the Communities First Trust Fund?
The Communities First Trust Fund (CFTF) aims to support small voluntary organisations that are based in a Communities First area, in activities that involve local people and provide a positive benefit in their community.
Enabling small voluntary organisations to make a difference in their community is the emphasis of the CFTF and is part of the eligibility criteria.

Applications are welcome from a range of community projects including music and the arts. However, the activities must provide some measure of economic, environmental, social or cultural benefit for people living in a Communities First area.  

There are over 180 areas across Wales eligible for support from the CFTF. These areas have been identified in the main Communities First Programme and a list of the eligible areas is included on Page 11.
The CFTF is a scheme funded by the Welsh Assembly Government aimed at small community led organisations in Communities First areas in Wales. The fund is administered by the Wales Council for Voluntary Action (WCVA). 

PLEASE NOTE: There are several changes to the eligibility criteria and guidelines for CFTF this year and therefore it is important that you read the guidelines before completing your application.

Who can apply to the Communities First Trust Fund?

Priority will be given to new groups who have NOT received funding from the CFTF or Music Trust Fund previously.
Your group can apply if you:

· are a small community led organisation and /or are a not-for-profit group with an annual income under £150,000;

· are working in and involving people from a Communities First area, or if you are based outside the area, the beneficiaries must be living in a Communities First area;

· have a governing document / constitution, dated and signed as “adopted” by the Chair, or other senior office holder on behalf of the group: 

· have a bank account, in the name of your group, which requires at least two signatures and can provide a copy of a recent bank statement.

Your group can apply if you: (cont.)

· can provide a copy of your most recent audited Annual Accounts / or a Statement of Income and Expenditure. These documents must be audited or signed as approved by your Chair or other senior office holder;

· can spend and account for the grant within six months of receipt  or return it, or part of it, to the Fund. 
(Previous grant accountability will be taken into consideration for the assessment process e.g. late submission of the end of project report, unapproved changes to costs, inappropriate receipts etc)
Who cannot apply to the Trust Fund?
The criteria of the Trust Fund prevent the following groups/individuals from applying.

· Applications cannot be made to the CFTF for a project on behalf of another group / organisation / Communities First Partnership / statutory body / school
· Communities First Partnerships

· Organisations whose annual income exceeds £150,000
· National Organisations - unless the group is a local branch with local management/accountability arrangements and its own bank account

· Political Organisations

· Individuals– applications must come from a community organisation

· Private Businesses 

· Communities First Trust Fund Referees - however the group the referee is associated with may apply provided they use a different nominated referee

· Town and Community Councils

· Schools 

· Other Statutory Organisations, eg. Local Authorities, Local Education Authorities,

Local Authority Music Services – the Friends of the Music Service may apply to the Trust Fund providing the costs are not revenue costs (eg staff costs & running costs)

· Groups are NOT eligible to apply if there is a previous CFTF project that has been ‘deemed closed’ because it has not been completed as per the terms and conditions of grant award.

· Groups are NOT eligible to apply to the CFTF if they have an outstanding End of Project report from a previous CFTF or Music Trust Fund grant. The previous grant award must be completed and accounted for before a new application is submitted 

What happens if we have previously received a CFTF grant award? 

For the 2011-2012 round of funding, you can apply to the CFTF again for the same or similar costs; however a preference will be given for new activities. 
Additionally, the following points will be taken into consideration for the assessment process;

· previous grant accountability e.g. late submission of the end of project report, unapproved changes to costs, inappropriate receipts etc.

· amount of funding received from CFTF via previous grant awards.

This aims to make sure that the process is fair for all eligible groups and therefore applying for the same thing again will not automatically result in funding be awarded. 

When can we apply?

Applications can be submitted to the CFTF from April 2011 and are processed on a first come first served basis. 

Due to the changes in the guidelines, we anticipate that demand for funding will be high and therefore it is advisable to complete your application form and submit it with the supporting information as soon as possible. 
If your project is an event it is important to tell us the date for the proposed event. It should be noted that applications received less than two months before the event date cannot be assured of receiving the funding in time for the event.

· Applications for summer events / play schemes etc should be received by May 2011
· Applications for winter / Christmas events should be received by August 2011
· The deadline date for submitting completed applications with all supporting documents is Wednesday 30 November 2011. 
· Please make sure that sufficient postage is put on the application pack when submitting your application. 
· We cannot take responsibility for applications which we do not receive.  
· We are unable to accept faxed or e-mailed applications.
How much can we apply for? 

You can apply for any amount up to £5,000.

However, the maximum payable for street parties, Christmas and Bonfire parties etc is £500; the maximum payable for Community Carnivals and events will be £1,000 (see Question 9 for more details) 
Applications in excess of £5,000 will not be considered and no group will be eligible to access more than £5,000 in any financial year. 
If your project is costing more than £5,000 or if you are asking for a contribution towards the costs of a more expensive project it is important that you provide us with a detailed breakdown of the total costs and the contribution you require. 

Grants of up to 100% may be awarded for most applications (with the exception of trips) however groups are encouraged to apply for part funding for their project and seek the additional funding they require from other sources.

What if the group does not have a constitution or a bank account? 

You can apply to CFTF once using an organisation as an ‘umbrella organisation’ provided that:

· It clearly states in the ‘umbrella organisation’s’ constitution that they can, where it is permissible under their constitution and, where relevant, charity law, manage funds on behalf of another organisation.

· They are not acting as an umbrella organisation for other organisations applying to the CFTF during this financial year (2011/2012)

· There are no outstanding previous applications that have not been accounted for and ‘deemed closed’ under the ‘umbrella organisation’s’ bank details.

· The application is not a ‘project’ on behalf of the ‘umbrella organisation’

In these circumstances your group should apply in your own name but provide the bank details, the constitution and the accounts/statement of income and expenditure, and a bank statement for the constituted ‘umbrella’ group.

PLEASE NOTE: It is important to remember that if you use an ‘umbrella organisation’, under the terms and conditions of the grant your group is still responsible (not the ‘Umbrella organisation’) for the grant awarded, and you will need to provide the required End of Project Report and all relevant receipts & invoices.
What kind of project/activity could be supported?

Any project/activity that provides some measures of economic, environmental, social or cultural benefit for people living within the Communities First area is eligible for support.  Applications are welcome from projects involving music and the arts.

For the 2011-2012 round of funding, you can apply to the CFTF again for the same or similar costs, however a preference will be given for new activities. 
Additionally, the following points will be taken into consideration for the assessment process;

· previous grant accountability e.g. late submission of the end of project report, unapproved changes to costs, inappropriate receipts etc.

· amount of funding received from CFTF via previous grant awards.

This aims to make sure that the process is fair for all eligible groups and therefore applying for the same thing again will not automatically result in funding be awarded. 

Grants may be awarded to build on existing activities or to initiate new activities.

The following types of activities could be included: 

· small scale equipment for community groups

· start up costs for new group

· musical instruments/ equipment/ purchase of music / creative music making

· small scale practical activities / activity based environmental schemes

· production of community run newspapers

· feasibility studies for community businesses and enterprises

· local surveys, questionnaires and community profiles undertaken by community groups

· training and educational courses / short term tuition course costs

· interpretation or translation costs as required by community groups

· childcare facilities and community transport to increase participation of community members

· volunteer expenses (ie travel costs and training costs)

· work to increase participation (particularly of under-represented groups such as Welsh speakers [where appropriate], black minority ethnic groups, younger, older, and disabled people)

· costs to community groups of participating in networks and visiting other community projects.

· minor repairs and improvements to buildings/land used for community purposes. 
Please note: The building/land must be owned or leased by your group. You will need to provide us with a copy of the lease agreement /  evidence of ownership.

Additionally we can only approve costs for work that can be completed within 6 months. This will be considered as part of the assessment process. 

· small scale community events, festivals and trips 

Please note: the maximum payable for street parties, Christmas and Bonfire parties etc is £500;the maximum payable for Community Carnivals and events will be £1,000
If your project is an event it is important to tell us the date for the proposed event. It should be noted that applications received less than two months before the event date cannot be assured of receiving the funding in time for the event.

Applications for summer events / play schemes etc should be received by May 2011 

Applications for winter / Christmas events should be received by August 2011
· The Trust Fund will consider costs such as short term tutor costs but we would expect these costs to be in the region of 26 hours for the duration of the project. We will not fund salary costs / wages for permanent or contracted posts.

For example we would fund; Costs for dance tutor for dance classes for one hour per week could run for 26 weeks or costs for a course tutor to run a series of IT classes / arts and craft classes for two hours a week could run for 13 weeks
What kind of project/activity could not be supported?

The following list gives you some idea of what the Trust Fund is unable to support:

· projects that involve improvement works to a building/ land, unless your group own the building/ land or have a lease on the building/ land. This includes any fixed items in the building / on the land. 
· applications for CCTV unless it is to protect a community owned building.
· Salary Costs / wages- this includes administration & project management costs / on costs.
· applications cannot be made for a project on behalf of another group/ organisation/ C1st Partnership/statutory body / school. 

· trips outside of the UK will not be funded. Trips outside Wales will only be funded if there is not a suitable alternative within Wales

· applications in excess of £5,000 will not be considered and no group will be eligible to access more than £5,000 in any financial year. 

· applications for unspecified items e.g. contingency money;

· applications for mobile phones & contracts. These will only be funded for safety reasons. A demonstration of need for these will be required. 
· applications from groups to cover their own costs, when supplying their own services, are not acceptable. Applications from groups requesting funding to hire the services of another group are acceptable.
· retrospective applications, for example we would not accept an application for an event, which has all ready taken place ;
· projects and services with an exclusively religious purpose
· improvements to school buildings / land (including fixed items) or applications for school based activities/ projects that take part during school hours or deemed to be part of the school curriculum. 

The school PTA/Friends may apply to the Trust Fund for projects that clearly demonstrate they are accessible to the wider community, the project takes place  outside of school hours and any equipment purchased is not restricted to school use.

Additionally, applications cannot be funded to carry out improvements to the school building or grounds or is to provide equipment or educational trips/ activities, which could reasonably be expected to be provided by the LEA.  (eg Fixed equipment for play areas / educational resources).
Please use the notes on the following pages to complete the application form.
Question 1

Please ensure that the following documents are included with your application:

	· A ‘signed and adopted’ copy of your group’s Constitution / Governing Document 

	The group name on these documents must match exactly 

	· A bank statement (showing the group’s name, sort code and account details)
	

	· The group’s Annual Accounts / or Annual Income and expenditure statement, audited or signed as approved by your chair or other senior office holder
	

	· Quotes/estimates and / or other evidence of ALL costs from actual service providers or people that are providing the service, (e.g. copy of catalogue pages) 

	· If your group is applying for building / land improvements or fixed equipment you will need to enclose Proof of ownership / or lease of the building / land 


If any of these documents are not included with your application form, your application will be returned to you with a request to complete the missing information or provide the missing documents.

It is only when we have received the completed application form and all the information that we will be in a position to start the assessment process of your application.
Question 2

About your group

Please clearly state the name, address and the postcode of your group. Please make sure that this information is correct because these are the details we will use to contact you. You must provide an address that groups can easily be contacted at any time. For example If your group meets in a community building please ensure you can regularly collect your correspondence. 

Please also provide a contact name for any correspondence. The contact person must also be the person who signs the form on behalf of the group agreeing to the terms and conditions of the grant award if successful. 
If any of these details change it is essential that you inform us of the changes.
Question 3

About your financial details

It is important that you complete this section very carefully as all grants are paid by Bank Automated Clearing System (BACS), and this is the information we will use to make your payment, if your application is successful. This means that we will pay all grant money directly into your bank account without sending a cheque. 

The bank account details must be in the name of the group and not individuals. We cannot pay money into individual accounts. If you have a Building Society or Giro bank account please contact your branch and ask them for the sort code and account number needed to enable us to make a BACS payment, this will not necessarily be the same number that you use to make payments into your account.

Please note that we are unable to make BACS payments to Post Office National Savings accounts, however we can make payments to Giro bank accounts.

If your application is successful we will write to you to let you know when the money is coming into your account or, if you nominate another organisation to look after the money on your behalf, into their account.
Question 4

Have you made a previous application to the Trust Fund?

Please tell us if you have made any previous applications to the CFTF and Music Trust Fund and list the reference numbers of any previous applications in the boxes provided. 

This will be checked as part of the eligibility process.
Question 5

About your organisation

Please give details of what your organisation does including your aims and objectives. 

For example: ‘our group provides sports activities for young people aged 11-18. These include, football, basket ball & boxing. These take place several nights a week at the local community centre with the aim of helping to reduce anti social behaviour.’  

The information you supply in this section will provide the basis for our assessment of your application and it is therefore important that you give a full explanation of your group’s activities. 
It would also help with the assessment process if you tell us about the aims and objectives of your group (stated on your constitution) and how your application to the CFTF will meet these aims and objectives.

Question 6

Project Costs

Remember – You can apply for any amount up to £5,000. 

This question must be completed on the application form. To state ‘see attached’ is not acceptable. If the expenditure listed is larger then the box provided on the form you may continue on a separate sheet but ensure you complete the ‘Total project costs’ box and ‘Total amount requested from the Trust Fund’.
It is important that you provide a detailed breakdown of all the costs for your project, and provide quotes/estimates from actual service providers or people that are providing the service or even a photocopy of a catalogue page to demonstrate the costs. 

If you want, for example, sports equipment, it is important that you provide an itemised and costed list. It is not enough to say that you want ‘equipment’ without itemising the costs.

This is to ensure that you have planned and costed your project properly.

The following will give you some guidance on how much funding you can expect for certain events, trips and festivals

· the maximum payable for street parties, Christmas and Bonfire parties etc is £500;

· the maximum payable for Community Carnivals and events will be £1,000

· trips outside of the UK will not be funded

· trips outside Wales will only be funded if there is not a suitable alternative within Wales

· grants of 100% will not be available for trips, only a contribution of the overall costs will be granted.

What if my project costs more than £5,000?

If your project is costing more than £5,000 or if you are asking for a contribution towards the costs of a more expensive project it is important that you provide us with a detailed breakdown of the total costs and the contribution you require. 

In addition you will have to provide confirmation that the remainder of the balance has been raised to undertake the project prior to the grant being awarded.
Question 7a & 7b
Project Description 
7a. Please give details of what your organisation wants to do with a grant award from the Communities First Trust Fund and how you will do it. 

7b. Please give details of the project’s benefit to the wider community and how it will achieve this. 

For example:

· If your group is an allotment group and wants funding to purchase equipment for the allotment, you will need to explain why you need the equipment and what difference this grant will make not only to the group but also how it will involve the wider community and the impact this will have i.e. improved health & well being, healthier lifestyles, exercise.

· if your group wants funding from the CFTF to carry out certain community activities / workshops then you need to tell us what difference this will make to the group (ie learning new skills, building confidence) and the impact on wider community (ie creating opportunities for community participation / community cohesion).
If your group wants funding for trips / outings then you could consider whether this could be offered as a ‘thank you’ to volunteers who have contributed to your organisation or as way of engaging people in more volunteering activity.  Please tell us what volunteer contributions have been made to this project 
It is important to note that you cannot make an application to the CFTF on behalf of another group/organisation; a project must be aimed at meeting the aims and objectives of your group.
Events 
If your project is an event it is important to tell us the date for the proposed event. It should be noted that applications received less than two months before the event date cannot be assured of receiving the funding in time for the event.

Applications for summer events / play schemes etc should be received by May 2011. 

Applications for winter / Christmas events should be received by August 2011 

Question 8
Ward / area of benefit.

Please list the specific Communities First ward /area(s) which will benefit from a CFTF grant award from the list of Communities First areas provided on page 11. These are the only eligible areas for the CFTF that can be considered.  
If your application covers more than one area of benefit you will need to make contact with each of the Co-ordinators and Partnerships in those areas. 

The Co-ordinators and Partnerships will be asked for their views about your application and it is essential that you have contacted them before you submit your application. 

If your organisation is not based in a Communities First area you will only be eligible for a Communities First Trust Fund grant if there is clear evidence of how your project will benefit people living within a Communities First area.
How many people will benefit from the project?

Please let us know how many people will benefit from this project. We want to know how many people will be involved in the activities that the grant will fund. Please ensure you give actual numbers in this section, writing the ‘whole community’ will not be acceptable. If you were to say, for example, ‘between 500 and 600’ this would be acceptable. 

Again only Communities First areas listed on Page 11 and onwards of the guidelines can be accepted.  
If your application covers more than one ward/area then you will need to state how many beneficiaries come from each of these wards/ areas as the funding is apportioned accordingly. 

For example:

If your project was going to benefit 100 people and covered the areas of Splott and Adamsdown, you would provide the number of beneficiaries from the specific areas as below.

Question 14

Signing the application form 

Please ensure that you have read the terms and conditions in Question 15 and that you have signed and dated the form.

IMPORTANT

If your application is successful, your signature on the application form is confirmation that the group will agree to the conditions set out in the application form and grant offer letter. 

What happens next?

· As soon as we have received a completed application form with all the necessary documentation (see Question 1), you will receive an acknowledgement letter. 

This letter will contain a reference number and it is important that you quote this number if you contact the CFTF about your application;

· We will at that point contact your nominated referee to ask them to complete a Referee Feedback Form;

· When we receive the completed Referee Feedback Form we will start the assessment process, this process will take approximately six weeks;

· When a decision has been made about your application you will receive a letter telling you what the Trust Fund Grants Advisory Panel have decided. 

· The Grants Advisory Panel’s decision is final. There is no appeals process.
You will normally have a decision within eight weeks from the time that we have received all the necessary documentation including the referee feedback form.
Who makes the decision? 

An expert WCVA Grants Advisory Panel drawn from key national, regional and local organisations, representing the voluntary and community sector across Wales.
Will I be monitored?

If you receive a grant award you will be monitored in order to: 

· check that the grant funding is being spent on the activities approved

· identify where a project is proceeding according to plan

· identify whether the CFTF as a whole is meeting its purpose

· accumulate information on the activities funded from the scheme.

Who can help me with this application?
